BADMINTON
THE SERVE:
Service Options:

1. Underhand Serve:  Contact with the shuttle below the waist.

2. Flick Serve:  Wrist motion contacting the shuttle below shoulder height.
· Server stands INSIDE the service quandrant.

· Serve to the opponent’s court diagonally.

· The shuttle must be served within the boundaries of the correct court.

· The line is inbounds.
· The serve is made from the RIGHT quadrant when the server’s score is EVEN.

· The serve is made from the LEFT quadrant when the server’s score is ODD.

· The short line is the boundary line that determines if the service is hit long enough to be considered playable. 

· When the shuttle makes contact with the net on the serve and continues into the correct quadrant it is called a                LET SERVE = REPLAY.

· Only ONE server will serve for the team initiating the game.    Following the initial service possession, both partners will have an opportunity to serve before losing possession of the service.

· CANNOT change the player receiving service.
GENERAL RULES:
·   Game is to 15pts., you        DO NOT have to win by 2 pts.

·   Serving team is the only team that may score a point

·   If a ball hits any line on the badminton court, it is considered in bounds.

· The ceiling is out of bounds.
