Excel STATS 

* You will find the point total next to each feature that I am interested in seeing! 

1) Determine which particular statistic you would like to breakdown, for example: 

       * How much does Average WNYer spend on a fresh X-mas Tree?

Follow the 4 step process of STATISTCS as described in your notes.

2) In an Excel document create, at least 2 columns across.  Including 1 column of numerical data.  Basically a Interval-Frequency Table.  Break it into 4 or 5 classes, based on your data, and modeling the method taught in class (8 points)

3) Survey at least fifteen people and record their data into your frequency table.

4) Create 8 more rows in the spreadsheet to work with your data. Those 8 new rows will include cells with FORMULAS built-in for each of the following:  (7 points)
 
Maximum, Minimum, Range, Mean, Median, Mode, 1st Quartile, 3rd Quartile, mid-range.  

5) Create a histogram to display the data for from your Frequency Table.
- Include a legend of your Qualitative data (1) 
- Be sure to have NO GAP inbetween bars! (1) 
- Be sure to label the histogram with a title, and x-axis/y-axis labels. (1) 
- Be sure to Save object in: sheet  (the graph) 

6) Create a circle graph to depict the data.

- Include the percentage (1) 
- Add different colors to each pie. (1) 
- Include a title. 

7) Be sure to: 
- Center all data- Merge cells - Wrap text when names are to long (when ness.) 
- Create a title for your spreadsheet 
- Place borders around data 
- Round to the nearest tenth, if ness.
- Add colors, even if you are printing it in black and white.  
- Have the x and y axis labeled appropriately with a title as well 
- Remove the gap from the graph 
- Submit project at drop box on the Project # 1 page. 

* Remember, you are chosing the stat.  It will be IMPOSSIBLE that two projects are alike!
