WHEREAS, the District/Board duly considered the proposed Project, the
SEQRA Environmental Assessment Form, the criteria for determining whether
the Project will have a significant adverse impact on the environment as set
forth in 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.7(c) of the SEQRA regulations, input from involved
agencies, and such other information deemed appropriate; and
WHEREAS, the District/Board identified the relevant areas of environmental
concern, took a hard look at these areas, determined that the proposed
action will not result in a significant adverse impact on the environment, and
in a Negative Declaration in October 2020 made a reasoned elaboration of
the basis for its determination; and
WHEREAS, the Project was approved by the qualified voters of the District in
December 2020; and
WHEREAS, since project funds remain, the District proposes additional scope
items including site work upgrades at the Middle School campus including a
new driveway, parking area, and sidewalks and reconstruction of the area
along Transit Road, new curtains and rigging for the Middle School theater,
and masonry restoration at the High School, Middle School, and Early
Childhood Center; and
WHEREAS, the proposed modifications to the Project do not, in the judgment
of the Board, represent a material change in the overall scope and nature of
the Project and the voter-approved proposition for the Project specifically
authorized the Board to make such amendments to the Project scope as the
Board may deem to be in the best interest of the District (assuming the
overall spending limits set by the voters of the District are not exceeded),
such amendments to be accomplished by the Board’s reallocation,
supplementation, revision or deletion of components of the Project; and
WHEREAS, the District/Board as the lead agency under SEQRA reviewed the
modifications proposed to the Project and related amendments to the
Environmental Assessment Form, the criteria for determining whether the
action will have a significant adverse impact on the environment as set forth
in 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.7(c) of the SEQRA regulations, and such other
information as has been deemed appropriate;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Newfane Central School
District Board of Education that:
1. The District/Board as the lead agency under SEQRA determines that the
proposed scope modifications to the “Together We Can, Newfane 2020 —
Building Our Future” capital improvements project will not change the
October 2020 determination that the “Together We Can, Newfane 2020 —
Building Our Future” capital improvements project including the proposed
scope modifications will not result in a significant adverse impact on the
environment.

SECTION 1. The Board has determined that it is appropriate and in the best
interests of the District to seek from the voters of the District their approval
for the establishment of a new capital improvements reserve fund of the
District (the “Fund”).
SECTION 2. The Fund is to be established for the purpose of financing, in
whole or in part, the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, expansion,
renovation, alteration and improvement of buildings, facilities, sites and real
property by the District, or the District’s share of the cost of any capital
improvements project undertaken by the Orleans/Niagara Board of
Cooperative Educational Services (“BOCES”), or any other BOCES of which the
District may become a component district, including, in all cases, the
acquisition of original furnishings, equipment, machinery and apparatus
required in connection therewith.
SECTION 3. The Board wishes to set the ultimate amount of the Fund at
$5,000,000 (plus earnings thereon), and the probable term of the Fund at ten
(10) years.
SECTION 4. The Board wishes to submit to the voters of the District a
proposition with respect to the establishment and operation of the Fund,
with such proposition to be voted upon at the annual meeting and vote of
the District that is planned to be conducted on Tuesday, May 16, 2023.
SECTION 5. The Fund shall be deemed approved for further action by the
Board upon the approval thereof by a majority of the qualified voters of the
District voting on the duly presented proposition at such annual meeting and
vote.
SECTION 6. The proposition to be so submitted shall be in substantially the
following form:

Shall the following resolution be adopted?

or personal property owned by the District; (E) one or more other reserve
funds of the District; and/or (F) such other sources as the Board or
the voters of the District may direct from time to time, all as may
be permitted by law.
TAKE FURTHER NOTICE, that voting machines will be used to record the vote
on the budget, on such proposition, and on the election of members of the
Board of Education.
TAKE FURTHER NOTICE, that the Board of Education of this District has
adopted Rules for the Use of Voting Machines and the Submission of
Questions or Propositions to be Placed Thereon, and printed copies for
general distribution are available in the office of the District Clerk located at
the Newfane Early Childhood Center, 6048 Godfrey Road, Burt, New York.

The
amount for each purpose estimated necessary for payments to Boards of
Cooperative Educational Services shall be shown in full, with no deduction of
estimated state aid. The amount of state aid provided and its percentage
relationship to the total expenditures shall also be shown.

is to be presented and copies thereof shall be prepared and made available,
upon request, to residents within the District during the period of seven days
before the budget hearing and/or fourteen days immediately preceding the
annual meeting and election, and may be obtained by any resident in the
District at each school house in the District in which school is maintained as
well as the District Office during normal business hours on and after April 19,
2023, excluding Saturdays and Sundays.

TAKE FURTHER NOTICE, that all candidates for the office of member of the
Board of Education shall be nominated by petition. Each petition shall be
directed to the Clerk of the District, shall be signed by at least 25 qualified
voters of the District, shall state the residence of each signer, and shall state
the name and residence of the candidate. Each petition must be filed in the
office of the Clerk of the District not later than 5:00 p.m. on the thirtieth day
preceding the annual meeting and election, to wit, April 17, 2023.

Completed applications must be received by the District Clerk at least seven

Absentee ballots must be received in the office the District Clerk not later
than 5:00 p.m. prevailing time, on Tuesday, May 16, 2023. A listing of
persons to whom absentee ballots have been issued will be available for
inspection in the office of the District Clerk during each of the five days prior
to day of the election, except Sundays.

TAKE FURTHER NOTICE that military voters who are qualified voters of the
District may apply for a military ballot by requesting an application from the
District Clerk. For a military voter to be issued a military ballot, the District

military voter may indicate a preference for receiving the application or ballot
by mail, facsimile or electronic mail.
